COURSE INFORMATION

Course Description:

The course is designed to help students develop logical reasoning and English speaking competence. It covers experiment process in addressing the audience consecutively. The activities involved are parts of human activities such as demonstrating ideas, presenting ideas or products, handling a meeting, debating certain issue etc.
Course Objectives:
At the end of this course, you should be able to:
1. give reasonable and logical statements; and
2. speak on suggested issue with full of context awareness and confidence.
Course Format:
We will begin this semester with some observation, analysis, and discussion on a suggested model. You should expect to develop portfolio each week on the assigned topic. As the semester progresses, some in-class time and a great deal of your out-of-class time will be spent observing, reading, analyzing, and researching your out-of-class assignment. Despite the out-of-class time commitment this class requires, it is imperative that you attend every class session. Quizzes, in-class discussions and peer-editing sessions cannot be made up.

You are expected to complete reading assignments before they are discussed. This will allow you to clarify questions that may have arisen as you read.
Attendance:
In the outside world, attendance is not optional; therefore, in this course, attendance is mandatory, and I expect you to arrive on time to class. Absences may be excused under the following conditions:

4. Work that will be missed for a known, excused absence must be turned in prior the absence in order to receive credit;

5. Any unexcused absence will affect your grade because you will not be allowed to make up the work missed;

6. If you miss an exam or a scheduled in-class activity, you will earn a zero (0), regardless of whether the absence is excused or unexcused.
