[image: image2.emf] Sybill Trelawney defines the breadth of her third year subject, Divination, the study of the unknown, through the textbook Unfogging the Future2. She samples directly from this syllabus, which includes tea leaf reading, palmistry, fire omens and crystal ball gazing, choosing the last of these for her internal end of year practical examination. By way of further example, Professor Minerva McGonagall, who teaches Transfiguration, the skill of metamorphosing one object unto another, has clearly outlined not only the content of her subject, but its vertical progression, and demonstrates an aptitude for choosing material for assessment at the correct developmental level when she tests changing a mouse into a snuffbox in the first year examinations, leaving the more challenging skill of transfiguring a teapot into a tortoise until third year.
