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The Essay


An essay is a piece of writing whose topic is too complex to discuss in one paragraph. Therefore, the topic must be divided into several paragraphs, one for each major point. 

The structure of the essay may be illustrated: 
1. An introductory paragraph. It consists of
a. General statement. You may be used:
(1) Quotation strategy;
(2) Question strategy; or
(3) Statement followed by facts and statistics
b. Thesis statement
2. A body (at least one, but usually two or more paragraphs). It consists of several supporting paragraphs that develop the main idea mentioned in thesis statement;
3. A concluding paragraph. The essay ends with a conclusion that summarizes the main poin.
