As, when the incident has threatened to Michael and his eight co-workers inside Drake & Sweeney by a homeless person, the Drake & Sweeney side feel the incident never occurred.
The powers that be at Drake & Sweeney had spent some dough the previous night to make sure the incident never occured. The room might attract a few of the curious trough out the day, and there certainly could be nothing to gawk at. It might make folks neglect their work for a minute or two. There simply couldn't be any trace of street trash in our pristine offices.
The data above show that how powerful firm, Drake and Sweeney. Even though the incident just at previous night, they are feel nothing
.

Now, compare it with the people in a substructure, as Michael said when he described one of a homeless people what are they looks like:

“The man with the rubber boots stepped into the elevator behind me, but I didn’t see him at first. I smelled him though-the pungent odor of smoke and cheap wine and life on the street without soap. A frayed and tattered trench coat feel to his knees. Under it, layers of foul clothing bunched around his mid-section, so that he appeared stocky, almost fat. (The Street Lawyer: 9)
From the data above show that a substructure people not different as a lower class, those who are employed but lacking financial security, or those who are long-term unemployed and/or homeless. (marxism and literature: 3).

"They are mentally ill, you spend years on the street, soaked with booze, stoned on crack, sleeping in the cold, getting kicked by cops and punks, it makes you crazy. " (The Street Lawyer: 44)
The data above show that Michael unconciously starts beginning to think the importance of social life. He completely changes his mind when he found that Drake & Sweeney, had made some people homeless.
“I’ve heard it secondhand that they got no notice before the eviction. The people claim they were paying rent to the pimp, and if so, then they were more than squatters. They were tenants, thus entitled to due process.

“Squatters get no notice?”
“None. And it happens all the time. Street folk will move into an abandon building, and most of the time nothing happens. So they own it. The owner, if he’s inclined to show up can toss’em without notice. They have no rights at all. (The street lawyer: 45)
From the data above we can see that rich or powerful people tend to maintain their advantageous in the society by exploiting the majority of people. This situation make Michael feel upset, then finds that his work does not make sense anymore. So, he decided gain a new life. His work was now good work and purposeful. He had a calling and a vocation revealed in the suffering and cry of the poor. He had moved from the seat to the street. His needs for money were greatly reduced. As his new wife, Megan, ask him with gently in the end of the story:
What are you thinking?” she asked softly’

Everything and nothing. Away from the city, I could look back for the first time and try to make sense of it all. Thirty-two days earlier I had been married to someone else, living in a different apartment, working in a different firm, a complete stranger to the woman I was now holding. How could life change so drastically in a month?
From the data above show that Michael brock’s feeling about his new life. Even though in implicit manner, he realized that now he is in a substructure position.
