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SYLLABUS
COURSE INFORMATION

Course Description
The course is designed to develop an effective academic writing. It involves writing an article for scientific journal as a report writing based on a specific research. The writing will be focused on the techniques of quoting, paraphrasing, summarizing, and reviewing books. As scientific journal, the writing will cover the techniques and requirements to write an abstract. 

General Course Objectives:
The aim of teaching Writing IV is to enhance students’ skills in writing an article for scientific journal. 

Course Objectives:
At the end of this course, you should be able to:
1. documenting data and finding in conducting a research; 

2. review books;

3. quote researcher’s statement in appropriate way based on APA;

4. paraphrase researcher’s statements without being trapped on plagiarism;

5. summarize researcher’s ideas and make it as framework of thought;

6. write an effective abstract; and

7. write an article for scientific journal.   

Course Format:
We will begin this semester with some discussion on the understanding of conducting a scientific research. You should expect to have reading scientific sources, finding research data, and determining the theories used for the data analysis. As the semester progresses, some in-class time and a great deal of your out-of-class time will be spent writing your own article. Despite the out-of-class time commitment this class requires, it is imperative that you attend every class session. Quizzes, in-class discussions and discussion sessions cannot be made up. 
COURSE EXPECTATIONS

Required Textbook (bring to each class session):
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	You are expected to complete your own literature study and data research before they are discussed. This will allow you to present your work and to clarify questions that may have arisen as you conduct your research.




Attendance:
In the outside world, attendance is not optional; therefore, in this course, attendance is mandatory, and I expect you to arrive on time to class. Absences may be excused under the following conditions:
1. You must contact me by telephone, or in person at least a week in advance, or in the case of emergency, on the same day of the absence to let me know you will be absent during a class session, and you must provide acceptable written documentation of the reason for your absence within five business days of the absence. Some examples of acceptable documentation include a dated physician’s note, a dated traffic accident report, a dated hospital bill, etc.;

2. Providing documentation does not guarantee an absence will be excused;

3. Other absences (funeral, wedding, etc.) will be addressed on a case-by-case basis and may not be considered excused;

4. Work that will be missed for a known, excused absence must be turned in prior the absence in order to receive credit;

5. Any unexcused absence will affect your grade because you will not be allowed to make up the work missed;

6. If you miss an exam or a scheduled in-class activity, you will earn a zero (0), regardless of whether the absence is excused or unexcused.
