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Introduction

Nowadays, social media is very close to the lives of Indonesian; they are accustomed to social interaction through social media. This communication activity may affect the way in which they use language. Moreover, the developing digital technology initiates changes in language use. Thus, it is inevitable that Indonesian participate in the change of language use using code mixing and code switching in their social interaction. Put simply, they may use code switching and code mixing in their language to communicate. For instance, Jaksel group, an area in Indonesia switches or mix between Bahasa and English in their social interaction.


In linguistic approach, this phenomenon covered in sociolinguistic. Sociolinguistic is the study of relationship between language and society (Holmes: 2013). It is interested in explaining the way people speak differently in different social contexts and identifying the social functions of language and the ways it used to convey the social meaning to provide the information about the social relationship in a community. In addition, sociolinguistic also deals with the details of the use of language relating to social interaction. A study that studies the use of language carried out by language users, namely a code in sociolinguistics. There are two codes, code switching and code mixing. Code switching according to Wardaugh (1986: 100) is a conversational strategy used to establish, cross or destroy group boundaries; to create, to evoke or change interpersonal relations with their rights and obligation. In addition, code switching happens when there is a change in the perception, or the purpose, or the topic of the conversation. According to the explanation above, someone doing code switching is due to several factors that make them want to do code switching. And for the code mixing, Wardhaugh (1986: 103) states that code mixing occurs when conversant use both languages together to the extent that they change from one language to the other in the course of a single utterance It means that the conversant just change some of the elements in their utterance. Code mixing takes place without a change of topic and can involve various levels of language.


There are many previous studies regarding this issue. Yuliana, Luziana, and Sarwendah (2015) discussed about the behavior of celebrity in Indonesia that using code mixing and code mixing. Another research, Tawami and Sari (2015) Highlighting, which code mixing affects, serves one’s sensitivity communication of particular group. Based on the previous studies, in the case of Jaksel language in social media rises a question of what factors influence the occurrences of code mixing?  From the statement, the purpose of this paper is to examine about the possible factors of Indonesian behavior that uses code mixing on popular social media: Twitter, LINE, Instagram.

Literature View


Sociolinguistic is study of the characteristics of language variations, functions of language variations, and language users because these three elements always interact, change, and change one other in a speech society (J.A.Fishman 1972:4). And also according to Hickerson (1980:81) stated that sociolinguistic is the development of a linguistic subfield that focuses on research on speech variations, and studies them in a social context. Sociolinguistics examines the correlation between social factors and language variations. 

As an objects in sociolinguistics, language is not seen or approached as a language, as is done by general linguistics, but is seen or approached as a means of interaction or communication within human society. Therefore, the formulation of sociolinguistics given by experts will not be separated from the problem of language relations with community activities.


Code Switching, according to Appel (1976: 79) defines code switching as a symptom of switching language usage due to changing situations. Different from Appel who said that code switching occurs between languages, then Hymes (1975: 103) states that code switching does not only occur between languages, but also occurs between various types that are available in one language. Code-switching is a linguistic phenomenon that is common in bi-and multilingual speech communities. People who change languages must have a goal, such as quoting someone, fulfilling a message, strengthening or emphasizing, conveying confidentiality, anger and resentment, marking and emphasizing group identity (solidarity), excluding someone from the conversation, changing the speaker's role, ascending status, adding authority , show skills and continue the last language used. (Grosjean, 1982). Whereas, according to Muysken (2000) in Yuliana (2015) also explains that code-mixing is usually divided into three main types - insertion (words or phrases), alternations (clauses) and congruent lexicalisations (dialects). The most common occurrence of codemixing in the community is the mixed-code insertion code. The meaning of insertion is the insertion of material (lexical items or all constituents) from one language into another language structure. Alternating means a change between the structures of the language. Finally, lexicalisation of material is congruent from different lexical supplies into a shared grammatical structure: (1) Insertion: Insertion is the process of mixing code that is understood as something similar to borrowing: insertion of lexical categories or foreign phrases into a given structure. (2) Alternating: Occurs between clauses, which means that a change is used when the speaker mixes the language with the phrase. (3) Congruent lexicalisation is the influence of dialects in the use of language. From the statement, the purpose of this paper is to find out about the reason of Indonesian youth behavior that uses code switching and code mixing on various social media.
