Topic

: Grouping
Objectives
: 1. Skills: listening or reading comprehension, speaking



  2. Language: all elements



  3. Other: dividing a class into groups

Activity Procedure
For grouping activity it is necessary to divide the whole class into pairs or groups. The details are illustrated here:
1. The students should find partners who do not know each other well to work together.

2. Each student receives one item of information and has to find his partner(s) who hold(s) the remaining item(s).

3. There are three information involved;

(1) Proverb matching

Each student receives half a proverb card and has to find the student holding the other half. Together they have to think of a story/situation which illustrates their proverb, so that the others may guess the proverb.

(2) Sentence matching

Each student receives half a sentence card and has to find the student holding the other half. Together they have to think of a story/situation which illustrates their sentence, so that the others may guess the sentence.  

(3) Mini-dialogues

Each student receives half mini-dialogues and has to find the student holding the others. Together they have to think of a story/situation which illustrates their sentence, so that the others may guess the sentence.
