5. The Frame Work Theory

, as well as in the novel "Dracula by Bram Stoker" that it has become the writer’s data source of the research. Also, there Frye observed that allegory is a type of thematic “counterpoint
”. In addition, the term myth, when used in this way
, seems to be the heir of symbol in the older controversy over allegory and symbol. It has simply become richer in connotations, owing to its significance for cultural anthropology
.
6. Research Method
In this research, the writer used
 qualitative method.

6.2 Data Analysis
The data was taken from “Dracula” by Bram Stoker

· Data 1:

… Then there are things which so afflict him that he has no power, as the garlic that we know of, and as for things sacred, as this symbol, my crucifix, that was amongst us even now when we resolve, to them he is nothing, but in their presence he take his place far off and silent with respect. (Bram Stoker, 1897:199-200) 
Based on the quotation above, in the novel, the weakness of Dracula is the garlic and the crucifix. It can afflict him that he has no power. When the people showed the garlic or crucifix to Dracula, he will avoid them and take his place far off and silent with respect. 
The point of intention in this explanation is the usage of the allegory on the process to symbolization of Garlic and Crucifix. As the result, the writer had representation the garlic and crucifix by comparing with the real history that both of garlic and crucifix is the implicitly of Sultan Mahmud II (Sultan Mehmed II) as the conqueror of Constantinople even Dracula. The western people did not admitted that the Dracula (the hero of the western/Christians) was defeated by Sultan Mahmud II (Muslim clan). They make another fiction story that is only crucifix/cross can defeat the Dracula as the judgment. Also, the garlic had interpret as the Muslim clan which is they hat/turban have similarity with garlic form.
· Data 2:
…’Then it is well. Now, Madam Mina, you are in any case quite safe here until the sunset; and before then we shall return – if - We shall return! But before we go let me see you armed against personal attack. I have myself, since you came down, prepared your chamber by the placing of things of which we know, so that He may not enter. Now let me guard yourself. On your forehead I touch this piece of Sacred Wafer in the name of the Father, the Son, and - (Bram Stoker, 1897:246)

As long as we are talking about drinking blood, we should pause to think about the Christian ritual of Holy Communion. Holy Communion is a kind of reenactment of Jesus last meal with his disciples the night before he was crucified. He ate some bread and had some wine, shared it with his friends, and told them that the bread represented his body and that the wine represented his blood (he knew he was about to die). He also instructed them to remember him whenever they had wine and bread. Christians of almost every sect perform some version of Communion, eating bread or wafers and drinking wine. However, one of the main differences between Catholic Communion and most Protestant Communion is the Roman Catholic belief that, during the rite of Communion, the bread and wine consumed actually change to become the body and blood of Jesus. This is called "transubstantiation".

The point of intention in this explanation is the usage of the allegory on the process to symbolization of Sacred Wafer. As the result, the writer had representation the sacred wafer by comparing the real history about the Christian ritual of Holy Communion by Jesus.

· Data 3:
I was not able to light on any map or work giving the exact locality of the Castle Dracula, as there are no maps of this country as yet to compare with our own Ordnance Survey maps; but I found that Bistritz, the post town named by Count Dracula, is a fairly well-known place. (Bram Stoker, 1897:3)

Based on the quotation above, in the novel, Count Dracula is live in castle alone. The imaginary of castle is the big place that has more space in the room more than house and usually there are many people in there to serve the king or the princess. But in the Dracula novel, only Count Dracula stayed in the castle. Based on the real history, Dracula is the Vlad III (Vlad Tepes), the princess of Wallachia and the warlord on the warfare. Absolutely, the princess or the son of king will stay in the castle.
The point of intention in this explanation is the usage of the allegory on the process to symbolization of Castle. The writer had explained that Castle is a proof of debris from the England Kingdom during warfare.
