Based on the statement above, the writer assumes that it is important to analyze this novel trough the personality theory. 
In this case, the writer will analyze the novel by using Maslow’s theory especially physiological needs. Thus, the writer chooses the title “Dilemmatic between Love and Money to the main character Aurelia in A Husband’s Wicked Ways novel by Jane Feather” for this research proposal.

According to Maslow, individuals must meet the needs at the lower levels of the pyramid before they can successfully be motivated to tackle the next levels. Humans have acquired the ability to reason, they can think about their isolated condition—a situation Fromm called the human dilemma
. (Fromm, 1981)

Physiological Needs
Notice
 that the physiological needs are the foundation of the pyramid. Why do you suppose these needs occupy this position? Maslow suggested that the first and most basic need people have is the need for survival: their physiological requirements for food, sex, water, and shelter. People must have food to eat, water to drink, and a place to call home before they can think about anything else. If any of these physiological necessities is missing, people are motivated above all else to meet the missing need. Have you ever had a hard time paying attention to what the professor is saying when you are hungry? Some of your future students may not have had breakfast—or even dinner the night before. Free and reduced breakfast and lunch programs have been implemented in schools to help students meet some of their Physiological needs.  
Safety and Security Needs

After their physiological needs have been satisfi ed, people can work to meet their needs for safety and security. (But the physiological needs must be met first.) Safety is the feeling people get when they know no harm will befall them, physically, mentally, or emotionally; security is the feeling people get when their fears and anxieties are low.
Love and Belongingness Needs

After the physiological needs and the needs for survival and for safety and security have been met, an individual can be motivated to meet the needs represented at higher levels of the pyramid. The third levels of the pyramid are needs associated with love and belonging. These needs are met through satisfactory relationships— relationships with family members, friends, peers, classmates, teachers, and other people with whom individuals interact. Satisfactory relationships imply acceptance by others. Having satisfi ed their physiological and security needs, people can venture out and seek relationships from which their need for love and belonging can be met.

Self-Worth and Self-Esteem Needs

Once individuals have satisfactorily met their need for love and belonging, they can begin to develop positive feelings of self-worth and self-esteem, and act to foster pride in their work and in themselves as people. Before they can work toward self-esteem, however, they must feel safe, secure, and part of a group such as a class in school. In a study by Yamamoto et al. (1996), more than 1,700 children in grades 2 through 9 reported that the most stressful events in their lives were those that threatened their security and those that threatened to embarrass them, thereby challenging their developing sense of love and belonging. As a teacher, you need to fi nd ways you can help students in your classes develop positive feelings about themselves and thus begin to satisfy their needs for self-worth and self-esteem.
The Need for Self-Actualization

At the top of the pyramid is the need for self-actualization, which is a person’s desire to become everything he or she is capable of becoming—to realize and use his or her full potential, capacities, and talents. This need can be addressed only when the previous four have been satisfied. It is rarely met completely; Maslow (1968) estimated that less than 1% of adults achieve total self-actualization.

6. Research Method
       In writing the report, the writer uses descriptive analytic method. “The descriptive analytic method is a method performed with describing the facts and followed by analysis”. (Kuta Ratna, 2004:53). The writer believes this method is appropriate.


The write collect data that was found related closely with materials. In this process of this research the writer is collect the data that found in “A Husband’s Wicked Ways” novel related to human needs  then the data will analyzed into Abraham Maslow’s theory.

7. Data Collections
          In collecting the data, the writer reads the novel first and understands each word in the novel. Then find the data which have a relation with the theory. After that, the writer collect the data which representative with the theory Erich Fromm in Personality Theory.
 This writer also collect the data by uses the book from library and internet.
7.1 Data Analysis 
      

The data was taken from “A Husband Wicked Ways” novel by Jane Feather. The setting of this novel is Cavendish Square stylish London. This novel tells about Aurelia as the main character. She is a housewife, who leaves her husband in Battle in Trafalgar
. As motherhood,
 Aurelia take care her child alone, at first, it is not a problems for her. But her friends Livia and Cornelia both married, and Aurelia is the one only still husbandless.
 That
 condition makes Aurelia in dilemma—isolated condition (Fromm). Aurelia is freeman but has something missing inside her. According to Maslow, if any of these physiological necessities is missing, people are motivated above all else to meet the missing need. And, Aurelia realize or not, she doing something for meet the missing she need. 
This data shows before Greville Falconer came to her life, she and her child as a common other people. Here below the data shows that.

“Aurelia Farnham believes she is happy living in London’s stylish Cavendish Square. But with her friends Livia and Cornelia both married now, Aurelia is the one only still husbandless. “(Feather, 2009)
  The data above tells about Aurelia happy living in London, although she is only one still husbandless with one child. One day, Greville Falconer storms into her life, and tells to Aurelia that her husband did not die in Trafalgar, but in Corunna.  Aurelia shock what Greville said about her husband. But, Aurelia tried to accept the fact about her late husband. Since that Aurelia often met with Greville. Greville interested to Aurelia, because he needs someone become his partner. 
    In the other side, Aurelia felt not happy with her life, and that happen before Greville to her life. Aurelia is a single parent, have a child and she still look like a younger. Besides that, both of her friends were married.
 She was not happy in her motherhood. In her motherhood, yes, but there was a bareness to her present existence. Maybe she was selfish to complain, maybe she should be satisfied with motherhood, but Aurelia Aurelia found it difficult to accept that, that was all there was to her life from now on. In her heart of hearts she knew that she envied her friends who had found love. (Feather, p.64)
One day Greville came to Aurelia to invite her in Greville mission of course Aurelia did not accept in easy. Greville did not give up, he suggesting something to Aurelia. 

“I suggesting a business proposition.“ He rose from the table. He crossed to the fireplace and leaned one arm along the mantel, one of foot prooped on the fender. His tone was now brisk and bussinelike. “The government paid Frederick well for his activities, but, of course, he was in no position to claim his earnings while he was abroad. That back pay should be paid to you. And there is also some prize money from the capture of two French ships while he was still serving in the navy. It’s a not inconsiderable sum, but the government is willing to offer you rather more than that if you would be willing to work for them for a very limited period of time. It would be paid into a private account at Hoare’s bank at regular intervals.” He watched her expression carefully. Aurelia tried to make sense of this“(Feather, 102) 

The data above shows Greville suggesting a business to Aurelia, he knew Aurelia financial unbalance
, at that time, but Aurelia did not accept Greville invite in easy. Suddenly, Aurelia remember what late husband said in a letter before her husband died, “And women who worked on the front lines, too”. Then, Aurelia accepted Greville invite
. She thought about future her child is expensive. This data show above, Greville realizes Aurelia needs more money for her life and her child. Thus, Aurelia realize money is important for her, so she accept the job, as a partner of Greville.
           At first, Aurelia wanted to run in professional job with Greville. But in her mission at Woodstreet Cheapside, the unexpected event was happen. For the first time, Aurelia was kissing with Greville. Aurelia not feeling anything about that kiss, she just thought maybe Greville kiss her make nature their mission.    
       One night that is was happen again. Aurelia and Greville are kissing again. But, in that time Aurelia feel something different. 


“And, sweet heaven, there was no denying how attractive she found him. As attractive as he was intriguing. She’d been attracted to a few men since Frederick left, but not sufficiently to be disturbed by the sensation it had been pleasant while it lasted, and not particularly distressing when it has ceased. But something different. There had been no repetition of last night’s kiss, not seemingly accidental touches, nothing that was not strictly business.”(Feather, p.165-167) 
This data show Aurelia begin realize about something which is missing inside her. She feel sensation, which is missing after her husband left, when she kissing with Greville for twice. Then, they courtship did not stop at that night. Moreover, Greville and Aurelia doing more besides kissing, that is sexual activities. This data below show what Aurelia feel after her doing making love with Greville. 
“Aurelia only smiled weakly. There were no words to describe how she felt. Sated with delight, astounded at the suddenness of that excess of pleasure, stunned at the realization of how much she had missed the simple act of love since Frederick had sailed away.” (Feather, p. 208)

Based on that statement above, I assumed Aurelia through un-homeostasis. Her system (physical) was in unbalance, because she (as a human, and was married) need “touches of love” or doing sexual activity because, sexual activity include in physiological need or the basic of human need. That can be shows at underline statement in this case, what Aurelia feel called physiological needs. 
Physiological needs are basic: The body craves food, liquid, sleep, oxygen, sex, freedom of movement, and a moderate temperature. When any of these are in short supply, we feel the distressing tension of hunger, thirst, fatigue, and shortness of breath, sexual frustration, confinement, or the discomfort of being too hot or cold. These irritants compel us to seek the missing commodity that our body can return to homeostasis-system in balance or rest. (Maslow,1971)

Besides Aurelia missing her basic needs, Aurelia, also, feel dilemma. Why? Because Aurelia in isolated condition, in other side she begin meet with the missing need, but she thought the missing needs are not “real” yet. Aurelia and Greville were still as a partnership. People know Aurelia and Greville as a couple, and Aurelia doing sexual activity too. But that are still grey for Aurelia.    

As a woman and human who have a child, Aurelia needs love, for take care her and her child. In this case, Maslow told, besides physiological needs, a human need, love and belonging needs, before Aurelia found love, Aurelia must be find out someone who makes her feel comfort. That called safety needs.
