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CHAPTER I
INTRODUCTION
 

1.    Background of the Study
The novel entitled "Sense and Sensibility" by Jane Austen. The novel "Sense and Sensibility" tells the story of three daughters Henry Dashwood are Elinor, Marianne, and Margaret. Where, after Henry Dashwood dies, the third daughter of Henry's second wife are not getting any inheritance, since all legacy falls to his son from his first wife. Even this family fall apart and lead to the third daughter of Henry expelled from Norland Park. This causes Elinor and Marianne are not getting the men who they love
, because they do not have anything.

In this story, the main characters have some problems. The first problem is Marriane and Elinor is the women. Then, after Henry Dashwood dies, Marianne and Elinor are not getting any inheritance, so it makes their social status different to be poor. They can not get a decent marriage, because they are poor. It also makes Elinor hopes of a decent marriage will not be feasible.
 In addition, as Elinor had no money, so Edward’s mother did not approve of the relationship between Elinor and Edward. His mother thought that they were different rank and economics. She hopes that her son (Edward) can get the women who same
 economic and rank. Another problem is when Willoughby more chooses the women who more rich and has rank than Marianne who has not anything. 
This phenomena are very suitable appointment
, because it connects that money and rank have a very important role in a marriage and many affected their lives. In a marriage, the economy is very important to support their marriage. Because the economy is something that is related to money which everyone was need for money. Likewise in this story, Elinor and Marianne need the economy for a decent marriage, as their want.   
Therefore, the author chooses the title “The role of money and rank in a marriage in the novel sense and sensibility by Jane Austen”, because the story explained that money and rank have the important role in a marriage and influence their lives in this novel. 
2. Research Questions
To specify the problems that will be analyzed, the problems in a form of questions are stated as follows:

1. How do the main characters respond the marriage in the story?
2. How do money and rank have the important role in a marriage and influence the main character’s lives?

3. Objectives

Based on the research questions above, this research tries to find the answer to those questions, which are:

1. To identify how do the main characters respond the marriage in the story.

2. To identify how do money and rank have the important role in a marriage and influence the main character’s live.

4. Significance to knowledge
This study is expected to be a learning experience for the students in particular and society in general, especially in terms of marriage.
In this study, the authors expected to have a better understanding about the role of money and rank in a marriage. Where, this will help the author or the public to respect about marriage.
5. Framework of the Theories

This research was focused on the role of money and rank in the marriage using Feminist Marxist theory. As Friedrich Engels said:
Yang dikembangkan menjadi landasan feminis marxis-status perempuan jatuh karena adanya konsep kekayaan pribadi (private property). Kegiatan produksi yang semula bertujuan untuk memenuhi kebutuhan sendiri berubah menjadi keperluan pertukaran (exchange). (Ryan:2007)
From the data obove, it is explained that a woman is discriminated, because of the concept of private property. For example in this novel, three daughters of Dashwood are not getting their wealth, because greed from John Dashwood and his wife. 
Basic theoretical concepts outlined here include capitalism versus patriarchy, with regard to the relationship between class and gender oppression; economic publications, and analysis of Feminist Marxist as the identification of the structural aspects that determine the quality and nature of our experience.
Marxist feminism is a sub-type of feminist theory which focuses on the social institutions of private property and capitalism to explain and criticize gender inequality and oppression. According to Marxist feminists, private property gives rise to economic inequality, dependence, political and domestic struggle between the sexes, and is the root of women's oppression in the current social context. (Engels:1884)
Based on data above, the feminist movement focused on social institutions of private property and capitalism to explain and criticize gender inequality and oppression. In this novel, three daughters of Dashwood receive the impacts of private property and capitalism.














In this framework, the authors take marriage as main focus. Novel sense and sensibility will be analyzed using Marxist Feminist theory, where the theory will focus on the economy. Economy will establish the role of money and rank in a marriage.
There are several terms used in the topic to be discussed, that is: patriarchy, private proverty, capitalism, money, rank, and marriage. 
Generally defined patriarchy as a system characterized by men. In this system the man who has the power to determine, where in this culture female gender is not taken into account. This culture that embody lineage by men in line. Private property, everything that wants to have its own, can be called greed. Beside that, Capitalism, as a deliberate economic system, developed incrementally.
Money is an object or a medium of exchange that is always used by the people and it is very needed by people. While rank is a person who determines the level of their social status. Both of these have a very important role for a marriage. Where, Marriage unites two human beings (male and female) with the intention of formalizing the marriage of religious norms, legal norms, and social norms. In a marriage, the economy is very important to support their marriage, because the economy is something that is related to money. Likewise in this story, the economy is needed for a decent marriage, as Elinor and Marianne want.
6. Research Method

In this research, the method used is descriptive method of analysis.

 This method is defining descriptive method involves the collection of data. Therefore, this research is to analyze how the role of money and rank in a marriage in this novel.
6.1 Collecting the data
The data collection technique is derived from the novel "Sense and Sensibility" by Jane Austen. In this research, the author has a few steps to collect the data that is by reading the whole novel. This part is very important, because by reading the novel as a whole, I can find the problems that exist in the novel. Then select some data on topic. In this issue, first selection data corresponding to the topics raised, then began analyzed.
6.2 Data Analysis
The novel "Sense and Sensibility" tells the story of the Dashwood sisters, Elinor and Marianne. Henry Dashwood their father has two wives. From his first wife, Henry has one son, namely John Dashwood. While from the second wife, Henry has three daughters, namely Elinor, Marianne, and Margaret the youngest. After Henry Dashwood dies, this family falls apart. His first wife was so rich, so, since there is no brother of the other, then John inherited enough money to make ends meet
. While all three half sisters, because their mother
 did not have anything, and British law governing not to give inheritance rights to daughters make mom and her three daughters were expelled from Norland. 

In one of statement, Elinor said that :

In my heart I feel little--scarcely any doubt of his preference. But there are other points to be considered besides his inclination. He is very far from being independent. What his mother really is we cannot know; but, from Fanny's occasional mention of her conduct and opinions, we have never been disposed to think her amiable; and I am very much mistaken if Edward is not himself aware that there would be many difficulties in his way, if he were to wish to marry a woman who had not either a great fortune or high rank." (Austen:1992: 15)

Based on data above, money  to be a problem in a marriage, because it will be the deciding factor in how well the girls got married. Although Mrs. Dashwood believe that money will not be shown many obstacles when a couple is in love, the reality is the money will be instrumental in hopes Dashwood girls' to get married.
 Mrs. Dashwood probably too hopeful and idealistic in his assessment that there are financial barriers to Elinor and Edward's relationship, cause the woman from a good family but little money certainly can not get a match with a wealthy man like Edward.

"A woman of seven and twenty," said Marianne, after pausing a moment, "can never hope to feel or inspire affection again, and if her home be uncomfortable, or her fortune small, I can suppose that she might bring herself to submit to the offices of a nurse, for the sake of the provision and security of a wife. In his marrying such a woman therefore there would be nothing unsuitable. It would be a compact of convenience, and the world would be satisfied. In my eyes it would be no marriage at all, but that would be nothing. To me it would seem only a commercial exchange, in which each wished to be benefited at the expense of the other."(Austen:1992:28)
From the above data, Colonel Brandon found that marriage was only a commercial exchange, in which each couples benefit from each others. He also believes that if you have a little treasure, will not get happiness in marriage. In addition, money and rank are important role in a marriage. As in the quote below:
"It is. But have you likewise heard that Miss Grey has fifty thousand pounds? In that, if in any thing, we may find an explanation."

"It may be so; but Willoughby is capable — at least I think" — he stopped a moment; then added in a voice which seemed to distrust itself, "And your sister — how did she — "

"Her sufferings have been very severe. I have only to hope that they may be proportionately short. It has been, it is a most cruel affliction. Till yesterday, I believe, she never doubted his regard; and even now, perhaps — but I am almost convinced that he never was really attached to her. He has been very deceitful! and, in some points, there seems a hardness of heart about him."(Austen:1992:148)


The above data shows that money and rank has the important role in a marriage. In this story, told that Willoughby more chooses the richer’s women, that is Miss Grey, than Marianne who do not have anything. In this story, Willoughby makes Marianne disappointed by marrying Miss Grey, because at the first time, Willoughby gives hope to Marianne. Based on data above, money and rank is also to be a problem in a whole story, because it will be the deciding factor in how well the girls got married.
